During consideration of Calendar Item 1k attached, the Executive Officer
reported that the area described in the staff recommendation as submitted
should be supplemented by an additicnal sentence reading: "Said area shall
also include tide and submerged lands owned by the State of Californis lying
within three nautical miles of the cutermost permanent harbourworks affixed
upon or adjacent to szid islands and State-ovmed tide and submerged lands
Yying within three nautical miles of the line of ordinsry low water of rocks
off-Llying said islande (ineluding Richardson Rock) and within three mautical
miles of low tide elevations lying vwholly or partly within three nautical
miles of sald islands and rocks,” in order to conform the description with
the intent of the most recent Supreme Court decision relative to the boun-
daries of State-owned tide and submerged lande.

Section 6871.3, Public Resources Code, provides in part: “Whenever it appears
tc the Commission that it is for the best interests of the State to lease lands
subject to the provisions of Section 6871.1 or 6877 of this Code for the pro-
duction of oll or gas therefrom, -.., the Commission may, subject to the:-provi-
sions of Section 687L.k, offer the same for hidding at such times and in such
parcel‘ss as the Commission shall determine to be in the best interests of the
State.

It 1s the conclusion of the executive staff thet it is for the best interests
of the State to consider offering for oll and gas lease, pursuant to campeti-
tive public bidding under the Public Resources Code, approximately 356,335

acxes of tide and submerged lands offshore Santa Barbara Coumty {Exhibit "A").

The ares proposed for consideration surrounds San Miguel, San’ca Rosa, and
Santa Cruz Islands, and extends seaward three nautical miles from the line of
ordinary ow water.

Section 6873.2, Public Resources Code, provides in pari: '"Before offering

any tide or s'hmerged land area or beds of navigable rivers or lakes in any
area for an oll and gas lease, the Cormission shall publish notice thereof,
and any affected city or county may, within thirty (30} days after iHa publica~
tion of such notice request in writing to the Commission that a hearing be held
‘with respect thereto.... The Commission, in its discretion, and irrespective
of any such requests, may hold such hesrings ae it shall determine snd ...."
