An application has been received from Union 0il Company of Californig, op:rator,
requesting a deferment of drilling requirements to December 1, 1966, on State
01l and Gas ILease P.R.C. 3004.1, containing 3,150 acres of tide and subnerged
‘lands offshore Santa Barbara County, which was issued on April 25, 1963, to
Union Oil Company of California and Humble Oil & Refining Company, pursuant to
competitive public bidding. ’

Under the texms of the lease, the lessees were not required to commence opera-
tions for the drilling of a well until April 25, 1966, However, the lessees
comnenced drilling operations on June 30, 1963, and drilled four dry holes,
two from floating barges and two from upland locations. The last well was
plugged on February 1, 1966. In conducting the above operations, over 40,000
feet of hole was drilled. An initial cash boms of $612,840.00 was paid to
“the State for issuance of the lease.
