This item originally appeared. on the January 26, 1966, agenda, but the Com-
mission acted. to defer the item at the request of the Senate Fact Finding 
Committee on Natural ResourceS. Further deferment was rescinded. on March 1, 
1966. 

An application has been received from DeccaxagOn Corporation, a California 
corporation, for a permit to prospect for "...al mineral products and. 
deposits- except oil and gas, both metallic and nonmetallic)  solid. and liquid, 
for mineral 'caters.....-geothermal and. Mineral steam..'t  on 1;43 acres more or 
less of land. in sections 6, 7, 	and 18, T. U N., A. 8 w. ii.D.13,84 
Sonoma and Lake counties. The surface- of the area is owned by the applicant, 

The Department of Fish and. Game and the Water Pollution Control Board. have 
requested that certain proVisions be included in the prospecting permit form. 
The substantive content of tt.tse requests has been met. 

Section 6891 of the Public Resources Code- provides for the issuance to a 
qualified applicant of a prospecting permit for lands which are not known 
mineral lands. 

The Geysers steam field is situated one mile southwesterly of the parcel, the 
the Little Geysers steam field. is four miles southeasterly of the parcel, v.nd. 
the Sulphur Bank steam field. is located one and. one-quarter miles wester 
thereof. 

The applieant proposes to "...prospect for geothermal steam and natural steam 
fr,r the purpose of eventually developing geothermal and mineral steam and 
steam power and. the development of other mineral deposits*. oil  

The applicant proposes to perform the exploratory work by engaging one of the 
companies currently involved. in steam exploration work to dri1l a well on the 
property. 

A field. reconnaissance of the area has established. that the land. sought is 
not known to contain commerPially valuable deposits of minerals. 

The statutory filing" feeof 5 has been paid, and. the permit fee of $1,463 
has been deposited by the applicant. 

The office of the Attorney General has advised that the permit complies with 
the applicable provisions of law and the Rules and Regulations of the Com-
mission.
