APPLICATION TO LEASE A PARCEL OF SUBMERGED LAND FOR THE MATNTENANCE OF PILES
AND FLOATS IN CLEAR LAKE, LAKE COUNTY; CLEAR LAKE KEYS CCMPANY - W.O0. 57T77.

Clear Lake Keys Company has applied to lease a parcel of submerged land in
Clear Leke for the maintensnce of an existing system of piling and floating
logs, to prevent debris and algae from the lake proper from accumulating in the
dredged canals which provide lake access to the development.

The prevailing wind and wave action on the leke is such that dead fish and slgae
accumulate in the protected southern arms of the lakes, producing a noxious odor.

The De;partment of Fish and Game reports "...Each year in Clear Lgke, mumbers of
fish die for ressons unknown at this time. ILdck of dissolved oxygen in the
water due to deconposing algae Is one probéble reason..."

In an atbenpt to control the algae accumuletion ixn the éanals, the gpplicant has
built a debris screen in Clear Leke consisting of a continuous string of f£loating
logs interspersed with pilings running southeast, which overlaps & similar

string running northiest, leaving a 100-foot passage for boats. (See Exhibit
"A%.) The applicant claims the structure also would result in a sheltered
swimning beach. .,

The structure was discovered to be & trespass in 19565, and the application
resulted from stafl contact with the applisant.

An investigation by staff has confirmed the following:

1. The Clear Lake Keys Company bas no Littorsl rights in the vicinikhy.

2. The littoral owners, Clear Lake Oaks Community Besch Association and
Stubbs Trust, have not consented to the installation, and their repre-
sentatives have indicated their objections. They contend, and staff
inspection confirms, that the sereen has little effect on litter
aceumulation, is a hazard to small boats and swimmers, and detracts
from the baauty of the Lake.

The Leke County Board of Supervisors has taken no officisl stand on

the screen and hag not agreed to assume responsibility for maintenance
of the structure.

The State Depariment of Fish and Gasme has reported that the structure
dozs not produce sny noticeshle effect on the fish and wildlife of
Clear Lake. .

IT IS RECCOIMENDED THAT THE COMRIISSION BEJECT THE APPLICATION OF CLEAR LAXE KEYS
CCMPANY TO LEASE A PARCEL OF SOVEREIGN LAND IN CLEAR LAKE, AND THAT THE EXECU-
TIVE OFFICER BE AUTHORIZED AND DIRECTED TO INSTITUTE ACTICH FOR THE REMOVAL oF
UNAUTHORIZED STRUCTURES ZHEREFROM.
