Chapter 1700/65 conveys certain described tide and submerged lands to the
City of Stockton; accordingly, the State Lands Commission is required, at
the cost of the grantee, to survey, momument, plat, and record a plat of
the granted lands, pursuant to Section 6359 of the Public Resources Code.

The work is to be performed on a contract basis, and an agreement has been
drawn that provides for the rendering of the services by the State Lands
Division at its estimated cost of not to exceed $6,200.
