APPLICATION FOR DREDGING PERMIT, NOY° RIVER, MENDOCINO COUNTY; EVERETT S. HAINAN 
w. o. 5483. 

An application has been received from Everett S. Hammen for a permit to dredge 
approximately 5,000 cubic yards of material for the improvement of navigation 
from the bed of the Noyo River near Fort Bragg, Ifendoeino County. A portion of 
the proposed permit area extends into an area covered by Mineral Extraction 
Lease P.R.C. 2r3.1. However, the lessee)  The Baxman Gravel Company, has stated, 
that it would not oppose issuanee of the permit.. The dredged oaterial will be 
deposited on nearby property owned by the applicant. 

Section 6303 of the 	Resources Code provides that when a permit-tee has a 
contract with or a permit from the Federal government or any authorized public 
agency to dredge beds of navigable streathS fbr the improvement of navigation, 
reclamation, or flood. control, the COIIMItSSiOn may, when in the beet interests 
of the State, allow such permittee to have sand, gravel, or other spoilt dre(34ed 
from the sovereign lands of the State located within the areas specified' in such 
contract or permit upon such terms and conditions and for such consideration as 
will be in the best interests of the State. 

The United. States Army Corps off' Engineers has issued a Department of the AritY 
permit authorizing theconcluc74 of dredging operatiens at the locatIMAsscribed 
in the application, and bas stated that removal of the shoals would be a benefit 
to navigation. The Division of Beaches and Parke has reported that there are 
no known recreational activities on these lands or on lands littoral, that ,/mad 
be adversely affected by the permit. 

The Department of Fish and Game has reviewed the application and, in adherence 
to its policy to protect the salmon and steelhead resources of such streams as 
the Noyo River, has listed certain requirements to be included as a part of any 
permit issued in the area, and further has recommended adherence by the permittee 
to Resolution No. 6o, the Regional Water - Pollution Control Boa-rd. policy which 
controls the Noyo River Basin (see Exhibit A"). 

The $5 filing fee has been submitted by the applicant.

Oily or greasy substances, or other material harmful to fish liff 
originating from the contractor's operations, shall not be allowed. 
to enter, or be placed where they will later enter a live stream. 

Prior to removal of material from the marginal area of a. river or 
stream, a barrier, separating the stream channel from the removal 
area, should, be constructed in such a location that it will prevent 
silt or mud from entering the stream. This barrier should. remain 
intact throughout the period of operation. 

Water used in washing aggregates or in plant dust abatement should. be  
discharged. into settling ponds or basins of sufficient size to provide 
adequate settling of solids and prevent muddy water from entering the 
live stream a 

Dredging operations shall be conducted. only during the period June 1 
through September 30 inclusive, so as not to interfere with fish 
life.
