DescriptiobS and maps, 'of areas, if any, where the State might contest 
the title of - trivate ouners and an explanation of the basis for such.

A discussion of the problems to be overcome in asserting positive 
roof, Of State ownership of such lands and. estimates as to he expen,-, 
tare of, staff tine 'and money necessary to resolve such disputes. 

Where large blocks of land in Single ownership are involved, this 
'explanation will be as specific as possible; where small ownerships 
are concerned, discussion will -be more general. 

All work is to be performed. under weekly consultation a d, direction of' 
BA.D a. staff. 

The work performed. under the service contract is to commence Mazt  26, 1966, 
aria is to be' comp3.eted by September 1, 1966. 

The' total amoUnt payable under this contract is .not to exceed tim thousand 
five hundred dollars 42,500).
