CONTRA, COSTA, COUNTY; SEQUOIA REFINING CORPORATION - W.O. 6155. 

An application, has been received from Sequoia Refining Corporation for a 
permit to dredge approximately 225,000 cubic yards of material from a 
portion of Carquines Straits,/ San Pablo Bay, approximately one nautical mile 
northerly from Lone Tree Point, Contra Costa County, in order to provide 
access to a pier presently under construction on lands leased from the 
State. The dredged material is to be deposited on State land in Carquinez 
Straits in two separate locations, one adjacent to Mare Island and one 
westerly from Carquinez bridge. 

Section 6303 of the Public Resources Code provides that when an applicant 
has a permit from the federal governtent, the Cormnission may grant the privi-
lege of depositing material upon, or removing or extracting material from, 
tide or submerged lands owned by the State for the improvement of navigation, 
upon stch terms and conditions and for such consideration as rill be for the 
best interests of the State. 

The appaLcant has applied to the f4 S. Corps of Engineers for a Department 
of the Army permit to authorize the conduct of dredging operations at the 
location lescribed in the application. The Division of Beaches and Parks 
has reporied verbally that issuance of the permit vould, have no effect upon 
any of its programs or projects. The Regional Water Pollntion Control 
Board has recommended orally that as a condition, precedent to receiving a 
permit to perform dredging in the area, the permittee be required "to perform 
dredging operations in a manner which will eliminate or minimize silt or 
turbidity beLag caused by the operations". 

The Department of Fish and Game has stated orally that both dredge and spoil 
areas are in eater too deep to be detrimental to fish habitat. 

The San Francisco Bay Conservation and Development Commission has approved 
the proposed dredging.
