The City of Long Beach has requested State Lands Commission approval of the 
First Amendment to the "Cooperative Agreement for Water Injection Operations 
(Long Beach, Unit and Parcel 'I,') Banger Zone" between the City of Long each 
and the City of Long Beach acting in its capacity as Unit Operator of the 
Long Beach Unit. ThiS amendment will relocate the,southernmost injeetion 
on Parcel "L" to the north, thus reducing drilling depth and resulting in a 
cost savings of about 0.4,000. 

Section 2 of the subject cooperativt. agreement„ as approved by the Conmission 
at its meeting of October a, 1965, provides that no wells within the estab-
lished restricted section other than those located on Exhi'bit "B" shall be 
opened for production or for water injection without the prior approval of the 
State Lands Cossi. 

After a review of recently developed geological data, it appcaro tieskrable to 
driLl the southernmott injection well *within the restricted. section to a 
bottom-hole location approximately 400 feet northerly of the location indicated 
on the originni Exhibit "B". It is estimated that the reduced hole length will 
result in a 42.4,000 cost savings. 

The Long Beach Unit Voting Parties approved this first amendment at their 
meeti of July 121  1 

The Commission t s staff has reviewed this proposed first amendment and finds 
the revised bottom-hole location to be in a more advantageous geologic 
position.
