Lease P.R.C. 2569.1, covering 0.133 acre of tide and submerged lands in the 
San Joaquin River approximately 450 feet west of the Antioch Bridge on State 
Highway 24 in Contra Costa County, was issued to Carl Newbury and L. W. Mehaffey 
for 15 years beginning April 28, 1960, at an annual rental of $150. The land 
is used for a boating facility. 

The lessees have requested consent of the State for an assignment of the lease 
to RobetW. McCune and Wayne Winther, who plan. to enlarge the area and. con-
struct new facilities. An amendment to the lease is now being negotiated.
