An application has been received. from Mobil Oil Corporation requesting a 
deferment of drilling requirements from November 3, 1966, through May 3, 
1967, Tor State Oil and Gas Lease P.R.C. 2795.1,, containing approximately 
4,250 acres of offshore tide and submerged lands in Santa Barbara County. 

This lease was issued on May 4, 1961, to Richfield Oil Corporation (now 
Atlantic Richfield Company), Tidewater Oil Company, The Ohio Oil Company 
(now Marathon Oil Company ), and aocony Mobil. Oil Colpany, Inc. (now Mobil 
Oil Corporation), pursuant to cot-petit#Ive yoblie bidding. Mobil Oil Corpora-
tion is presently acting as , operator. 

Development of the lease to date includes a= tom: f three e oratory wells 
Pallao. All three -wells were abandoned. Mobil states that approximately 

1,000,000 was expended in the drilling of the wells. Drilling operations 
on the lease were last conducted. on July 9, 1965. 

Defer tents of drilling requirements granted by the Co:omission date from 
May 	4, and extend tlarough. November 3, 1966, 

Mobil recently compIetecl:. a 'regional geophysical program in this area and is 
presently evaluating the resulting,inforthation. In addition, ,according to 
Mobil, an intensive sUbaurface, study is being conducted on the lease,. 

In Order to complete the evs.luation of the, results of the abovementiOned 
regional geophysical program and subsurelice study, Mobil has requested a 
six-Month deferment of drilling requirments under the subject lease through 

-May 3, 1967.
