REQUEST FOR DEFERMENT OF DRIILING REQUIREMENTS, P.R.C. 2920.1, SANTA BARBARA
COUNTY; SHELL OIL COMPANY AND STANDARD OIL COMPANY OF CALIFORNIA - W.0., 6261.

An application has been received from Shell 0il Company, requesting a deferment
of the drilling requirements from November 28, 1966, through May 28, 19€7, for
State 0il and Gas lease P.R.C. 2920.1, cemtaining approximately k,250 acres of
offshore tide and submerged lands in Sanba Barbara County.

This lease was issued on August 28, 1962, to Shell 0il Company and Standard Oil
Company of California, pursuant to competbitive public bidding. Shell Oil Company
is presently acting as operator on the lease, )

Development of the lease to date includes a total of five wells drilled. ALl

five wells are ocean floor completions with pipelines to shore. They are producing
at the present time. Shell staites that the drilling and compietion to production
of the five wells required an expendltu:ce of approximately ¢k,800,C00. Drilling
operations on the lease were last conducted on January 28, 1966 1

Deferments of drilling requirements granted by the Commission date from August 29,
1965 » and extend through November 28, 1966,

Shell states it is presently conductmg geophysical and reservoir performance
studies to determine the feasibility of further -developmentsl drilling on
the lease. The operator states that these studies will reduine at least six
months to complete and requests a defferment of drilling requirevwents through
May 28, 1967.

- Shell's developmenial operations on the lease to date would cova‘c the mivdimum
drilling requiremeénts under the terms of the lesse for g period verminagting on
December 12, 1967. In confoymance with the current Commission practice of
graviting deferments for pericds not in excess of six months,
