CONSIDERATTON OF SUBSIDENGE COSTS PROJECTS, LONG BEACH - L.B.W.0. 10,213.

On July 20, 1965, the Commission conditionally approved the costs to be
expended by the Harbor Department of the City of Long Beach, including
subsidence remedial work, for property purchase, earth £ills, raising of
oil facilities, construction of retaining wall, and additional lengths
of steel foundation piling cnonnected with the construction of the Gerald
Desmond Bridge. Subsequent to the ahove-stated approval; it developed
that additionsl costs will be incurred by the Harbor Department for this
project, covering the raising and relocation of gas and water facilities.
After review of the background material submitted by the City, it is the
opinion of the staff that the cost estimates are reasonable, slthough in
the upper range. (Refer to Exhibits YAY, ¥B®, ¥C", and "I" for cost
estimate and graphic description of the work. )

The project has received initisl staff review, &nd is considered to
include some "subsidence costs® as defined in Section L(e) of Chapter 138,
Statutes of 1964, 1lst E.S., bub not necesserily all of those costs as
estimated by the City of Long Beach.
