Stendard 01l Company of Californis has elected to exercise its option %o
renew Lease P.R.C. 654.1 covering 0.5 acre of tide and submerged lend in Napa
River within the City of Napa (as shown on Exhibit "A").

The lease, which was issued for 15 years from September 20, 1951, provides for
lessee's right to renew for two periods of ten years each upon such reasonable
terms and conditions as the State might iwpose.

The land is improved with a bulkhead and pier that serve a petroleum distri-
bution plant.
