An applicstion has been received from Standard 0il Company of California,
Western Operations, Inc., requesting a deferment of drilling requirements
from June 27, 1967, through December 27, 1967, under State 0il and Ga~n Lease
P.R.C. 289k.1, containing approximately 4,250 acres of offshore tide and
submerged lands in Santa Barbara County. This lease was issued June 28, 1962,
to Standard 0il Company of California and Shell Oil Company, pursuvant to
competitive public bidding.
