SEPARATE DREDGE AREAS OF SOVEREIGH AND GRANTED STATE LANDS WITHIN CARQUINEZ
STRAIT, AT A ROYALTY OF $0.0% FER CUBIC YARD. THE DREDGE AREAS ARE DESCRIBED
ON EXHIBIT "A" ATTACHED AND BY REFEFRENCE MADE A PART HEREOF,

APPLICATTON FOR DREDGING FERMIT, TIDE AND SURMERGED LANDS, CARQUINEZ STRAIT,
SOLANO COUNTY; HUMBLE OIL & REFINING CQMPANY - W.O. 6250.

An application has been received from Humble 0il & Refining Cowpany for &
permit to dredge approximately 904,000 cubic yards of material from four
separate dredge areas of sovereign land and land (included in the Grant to
City of Benicia, Chap. 18, Stats., 1964) within Carquinez Strait near Benicia
for the imprc .ment of navigation to facilitate the movement of ocean-going
tankers to ana from its refinery.

The dredged spoils will be placed upon upland properties owned by the Sarplus
Property Authority of the City of Benicia Industries, Tne, The appllosnt b
swomitted & copy of Grant Deed dated October T, 1956, from Surplus Property
sutherity of the City of Benicia and Benicia Industries, Ime., 1O Humbie Oil
& #zfining Compeny, which licenses the applicant to deposit spoils from
Gredeing on Spuils areas 3 and 4 (see Exhibit "B"). A copy of & noncbjection
letter covering spoils area No. 5 and a copy o a nonovjectlon letter from
the City of Benicia have been submitted by the applicent.

Section 6303 of the Public Resources Code provides that when an applicant
has a permit from the Federal Government, the Commission may grant the privi-
lege of depositing material upon or removing or extracting material from,
tide or submerged lands owned by the State, for the improvement of navigation,

upon such terms and conditions and for such consideration as will be for the
best interests of the State.

Applicetion bhas been made by the applicant for a Department of the Army permit
for the conduct of dredging operations st the location specified.

The Department of Parks and Recreation states that the proposed dredging will
not interfere with the recreational use of lands littoral to the tidelands or
subi,.cged lands in the referenced plans insofar as that Department is con~
carned. ’ . :

The Depertment of Publiec Works has reached an agreement with the epplicant
regarding steps necessary to protect inberesis of %the D=zpartment, and therefore
interposes no cbjection to the granting of the permit.

The Dzpartment of Fish and Game reports that it has no objection to the pro-
posed operations.

The San Francisco Bay Regional Wabter Quality Conbrol Board ccwments as
follows: The dredging, cor truction, and the operation of equinment should

be performed so as to minimize roiling of the waters, and to prevent timbers
or floats from drifting away as a threat to small craft. If tre dredged
meterial is to be deposited as hydraulic fill, the applicant must file a
Report on Waste Discharge with the Sen Francisco Bay Regional Viter Quality
Control Bosrd pursuant to mandatoyy provisions of Division 7 o: vhe California
Water Code. Sanitary facilities serving the pier &hou 4 be connected to the
mimicipal sewers.
