MERAGENCYAGREEMENT WITH DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE FOR SERVICES RELATED TO U.S. 
vs. STATE OF CALIFORNIA- W.O. 1171.31. 

The services of the Attorney General will be required for the 1967-68 fiscal 
year in the matter of United States vs. California.  This case has been re-
viewed by the United States Supreme Court, and a Decree has been issued (382 
U.S. 148). legal services by the Attorney General will be required for inter-
pretations of this Decree and for various matters concerning the status and 
location of the inland waters and seaward boundaries of the State of California 
in the Pacific Ocean. Immediate problems are anticipated in connection with 
the definition of "harbor works" and lands allegedly reserved to the U.S. in 
the vicinity of Anacapa and Santa Barbara Islands within the meaning of Section 
5 of the Submerged Lands Act. 

The Attorney General's Office estimates the cost of its services at $30,000.. 

IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT TM EXECUTIVE OFFICER BE AUTHORIZED TO EXECUTE AN INTER-
AGENCY AGREEMENT WITH THE DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE FOR LEGAL SERVICES CONCERNING 
TEE DECREE ISSUED BY THE UNITED STATES SUPREME COURT (382 11.55. 448) AND OTHER 
RELATED SERVICES, TO BE RENDERED DURING THE 1967-68 FISCAL YEAR, AT A TOTAL
