Chapter 3,38 of the 'Statutes of 1964, 1st Extraordinary Session, relates to the 
tidelands and submerged lands granted by the State to the City of Long Beach 
and to the revenues therefrom. Section 7 of this ae... defines the dividing 
boundary between lands held by the City of Long Berich- in its proprietary 
capacity, 'and the lands that were detertined by the act to be tidelands. This 
section also provided that "Insofar as this act determines the boundaries, of 
the Long Beach tidelands as betwer. the lands owned or held by the city in its 
proprietary capacity and the Long Beach tidelands, the commission .shall surveys  
Monument and plat Said boundaries as required by Chapter 2000, Statutes of 1957, 
in accordance with the finding and ,stzttermination ,made. in this section." h - 

The retaining boundaries of the Long Beech tidelandal  including those in 
Alamitos Bay that were specifically excluded from the findings and determina-
tions of Chapter 138,, nave not been determined at this time,. - Because of the
