38. TERMINATION OF ARK SITE LEASES)  CORTE MADERA CREEK, MARIN COUNTY -
W,0. 5754. 

In connection with Calendar Item 38 attached, appearances were made by: 

Mre____ tnit 	Ark Site No.  11A, and 1..a....avalintext 	 Site 
No. 5B, Who again brought up the question of compensation for the 
loss of the structures located on their ark site leases. 

Commissioner Weinberger recommended that the staff be asked to confer with 
the County of Marin officials to minimize the impact of lase cancellations 
by aetermining procedures to permit maximum removal of persotal property 
from the site lease areas.

TERMINATION OF ARK SITE LEASES, CORTE MADERA CREEK)  MARIN CO. - W. O. 5754. 

The Marin County Department of Public Works has applied to the Commission to 
terminate 13 site leases located on sovereign lands of Corte Madera Creek above, 
or westerly, of the Bon Air Bridge (see Exhibit "B"). The application repre-
sents the latest in a series of steps occurring over a period of years that 
have had as their goal the completion of a flood-control-channel project con-
ducted jointly by the U. S. Army Corps o Engineers, the State Department of 
Water Resources)  and the County of Marin. The immediate subjects of the appli-
cation are the 13 site leases that, in July 1966, were continued by the Commis-
eion on a month-to-month extension basis, subject to 60-day termination notice 
and pending a point in time when the specific areas encompassed by the leases 
would be needed for the purposes of the flood-control project. 

The flood-control project initially came to the attention of the State Lands 
Division late in 1964 when, in anticipation of the December 31, 1965)  expira-
tion date of a total of 23 site leases on Corte Madera Creek, staff queried 
local units of government as to their comments relative to renewing the leases. 
The replies received by the BiNia041 requested that the leases not. be  renewed., 
primarily because of the then impending flood-control project. 

The structures on the lease areas exjsted on Corte Madera Creek for a number 
of years prior to the establishment of the Commission In 1938. The areas were 
not under lease by the State at the time of initial occupancy, and)  of course, 
the structure owners were automatically trespassing upon State property until 
placed under lease in 1952. The leases were scheduled to expire on December 31, 
l96, and contained no renewal options, specifically for the reason that the 
State might have the opportunity at that time to determine the nature of the 
public interest as it then existed. 

When confronted by the contemplated flood-control project in 1964 (the U. S. 
Congress bud appe.onriated funds for the project for fiscal year 1964 following 
a positive recommendation by the Corps of Engineers), it became apparent that 
the only question for the Commission was one of which intended use was in the 
greater public interest. 

To obtain more data on the regional needs of the area and to give the site 
lessees the fullest opportunity to present their views)  the Commission)  in 
October 1965, divected the Executive Officer to hold a special public hearing 
in Mann County on the, matter, and to issue month-to-month extensions of the 
leases until after the hearing. The hearing was held in April 1966, subsequent 
to an informal meeting between staff end the lessees earlier in January 1966. 
At these two meetings, the issue cryetelized into a desire on the part of the 
lessees to be compensated for their structures because of having to abandon 
them to the needs of the flood-control project. Tas was not an issue which 
the Commission wits authorized to consider by law. The Compeiseien, however, 
encouraged staff to minimize the impact of removal:where feasible. Noting that ' 
the project schedule, including funding, was segmented into two phases, the 
first being below and the second being above the Bon Air Bridge, staff 
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negotiated an agreement whereby the structures above the 'bridge could remain 
in place until Phase II was ready to begin. At its meeting of July 1966, the 
Commission authorized the Executive Officer to terminate leases located below 
the Bon Mr Bridge. Those above the bridge have been allowed to continue on a 
monthly basis wit',  no change in rental rates. 

The site lessees above the Bon Air Bridge have continued in their tenancy to 
the present time. As noted at the beginning of this item, the County of Ivarin 
has requested officially that these leases be terminated to enable Phase II of 
the flood-control project to begin within the next few months. 

Pursuant to an agreement made with staff at the time of site clearance for 
Phase I (below the bridge), the County was to have provided :vie advance 
warning of the start of Phase II of th,.. flood-control project to the State's 
lessees above the bridge& Accordingly, the 11arin County 'hoard of Supervisors 
held a public hearing on March 12, 1968, at which the need for and the public 
benefit to be derived from the construction of the flood-control channel were 
explained to the lessees and other interested parties. The County has also 
reported that it is investigating as to any possible procedure for compensation 
to present lease holders for personal property (structures) that will have to 
be demolished in the construction of the flood-control channel.
