After consideration of Calendar Item 1 attached, and upon motion duly made 
and unanimously carried, the following resolution was adopted: 

THE COMMISSION AUTHORIZES THE ISSUANCE TO DEMA. YACHT CLUB OF A 5-YEAR LEASE 
FROM SEPTOMBER 16, 1967, IN CONSIDERATION OF ANNUAL RENT IN THE MOST OF $150, 
PROVISION OF A $2000 SURETY BOND AND PUBLIC LIABILITY INSURANCE IN TEM AMOUNTS 
OF $200,000/$600,000 FOR PERSONAL INJURY AND $50,000 FOR PROPERTY DAMAGE, FOR 
MAINTENANCE OF AN EXISTING BOATING FACILITY ON THE LAND DESCRIBED ON EWIBIT "A" 
ATTACHED AND BY REFERENCE MADE A PART HEREOF, UITH LESSEE'S RIGHT TO RENEW FOR
