May 1 1.••7.1  requesting that any appliCation 
fa;' offshore petroleum exploration along the coast; of tibiltery County 
be denied, claiming that such exploration results in coastal pollution 
and would detract greatly from the unspoiled beauty of the areal  as 
well as having a precarious effect on the -existence of sea otters. 

) Brooks  Clement, Chairman, pavelhtllasgmasuelvel, dated May 14, 
ija.Tutging that Marathon Oil ComPauy's request for permission to 
explore for oil along the Big Sur Coast be denied, claiming that it 
would have a serious deleterious effect upon the marine life in these 
waters, particularly upon the sea otters, that the waters would be 
polluted, and stating that this last remaining beauty spot of the 
California coast line Should be protected from further encroachment 
by industrial promoters. 

It was pointed out by the Executive Officer that State laws and the Rules and 
Regulations of the State Lands Commission governing oiI.,and-gas exploration and 
development adequately protect any area against deleterious effects.
