Littoral owners adjacent to Ravenswood Slough in San 1,1ateo County have 
requested, pursuant to Section 6357 of tbe Public Resources Code, that the 
common boundaries between the State ana private owners adjacent to Ravenswood 
Sloupla be determined. The slough has been affected by artificial processes, 
and there is 4Ubstantial doubt and uncertainty as to the last natural location 
of the watercourse.
