(9) The location of the ordinary high water mark (being the boundary between

(11) The Division and the applicants have arrived at a mutually acceptable
boundary line, as set forth in the attached Exhibit"A". Pursuant to the
agreement, Owl Tsland will contain 9.22 acres, which is the same acreage &s

that of the original patent.

(12) As part of the agreement, the applicants desire a permit, not to exceed
fifteen years, to dredge, without cost, up to 16,000 cubic yards of material
from the bed of Seven Mile Slough adjoining Owl Island, for reclamation of

said island. Such dredging will be beneficial to navigation within said slough.

(1) The Division has executed a survey of the agreed boundaries &s described
in Exhitit "A', and a plat of such survey will be racorded in the OFfice of the
Sacramento County Recorder.

(1) Applicants will provide suitable title insurance to the State.

(L5) The agreement will not affect certain oil, gas, and mineral interests of
record. The complexities of these interests should not prevent the settlement
of the surface rights contemplated by the proposed agreement with applicants.

(16) The agreement is to be effective upon recordation.

(17) Applicant has heretofore removed approximately 6000 cubic yards of mate-
rial from Seven Mile Slough from lands the ovmership of which at that time had
not been established, and there should be no charge for such material.

IT IS RECOMMENWDED THAT THE COMMISSION:
