thence along the following 7 courses: 

1. N 70° 00' W 	35 feet; 
2. S 20° 001  W 	10 feet; 
3. N 70° 00' W 	27 feet; 
4. N 20° 00' E 	40 feet; 
5. S 70° 00' E 	33 feet; 
6. N 82° 391  00" E 32.65 feet; 
7. S 20° 00' W 	45 feet to the true point of beginning. 

EXCEPTING THEREFROM any portion lying landward of the ordinary low water 
mark.
