INARY ENGINEERING STUDIES, IN THE ESTIMATED AMOUNT OF $10,000 FOR THE 
PERIOD FEBRUARY 6, 1974, TO JUNE 30, 1974; SUBJECT TO THE CONDITIONS THAT 
THE AMOUNTS, IF ANY, OF EACH OF THE ITEMS TO BE ALLOWED ULTIMATELY AS 
SUBSIDENCE COSTS, DEDUCTIBLE UNDER SECTION 4(d) OF CU. 138, STATUTES OF 
1964, 1ST E.S., WILL BE DETERMINED BY THE COMMISSION UPON AN ENGINEERING 
REVIEW, AND,FINAL AUDIT SUBSEQUENT TO THE TIME WHEN THE WORK UNDER ANY OF 
THESE ITEMS IS COMPLETED, AND THAT THE WORK CONFORM IN ESSENTIAL DETAILS 
TO THE PLANS AND BACKGROUND MATERIAL HERETOFORE SUBMITTED TO THE COMMISSION. 
FURTHER, THE COMMISSION AUTHORIZES THE EXECUTION OF APPROPRIATE WRITTEN 
INSTRUMENTS REFLECTING THE COMMISSION'S CONDITIONAL APPROVAL.
