THE COMMIS ION : 

1. DETERMINES THAT AN ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT REPORT HAS NOT BEEN PREPARED FOR

APPLICANT: 	City of Rio Vista. 

AREA, TYPE LAND AND LOCATION: 
A 0.296-acre parcel of tide and submerged land in the bed of 
the Sacramento River at Rio Vista, Solano County. 

LAND USE: 	Floating dock, dolphins and ramp. 

TERMS OF PROPOSED PERMIT: 
Initial period: 15 years, from July 26, 1974. 

Lessee shall not at any time impose a fee 
upon the public for access to the subject 
State land. 

CONSIDERATION: The public use and benefit, with the State reserving the 
right at any time to set a monetary rental if the Commission 
finds such action to be in the State's best interest. 

PREREQUISITE TERMS: 
Applicant is owner of upland.

1. The annual rental value of the site is estimated to be 

$1,200. 

2. An environmental impact report is not required. As the 
structures were previously covered in Lease PRC 434.9, 
this transaction is within the purview of 2 Cal. Adm. 
Code 2910(a) which exempts an existing structure that is 
in an acceptable state of repair and there is no evidence 
of record to show injury to adjacent property, shoreline 
erosion, or other types of environmental degradation.
