PURPOSE: Haintenance of navigability.

CONSIDERATION: Public interest, improvement of navigation.

ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT CONSIDERATION:
Project is exempt from environmental impact report recuire-
!Ib ments under 2 Cal, Adm. Code 2910, which provides for periodic
maintenance dredging nperations.

OTHER PERTINENT INFORMATION:

1. Maintenance dradging of thée proposed drsdge arsas is
regularly required. Since construction of the facility,
dredging has been conducted under 5 previous permits.
The most recent dredging was conducted in 1967 (50,000
cubic yards, PRC 3819.1) and lust year (152,000 cibic
yards, PRC 4792.9).

2, In order tc assume continued and uninterrupted use of
the facility, Union has requested a continuous 5 year
permit beginning with 1975. The proposed 5 year permit
will be made conditional to permittee's maintenance of
like permission from the other affected agencies.

3, Spoil locations will be determined by amovnt of pollu-
tants in the dredged materisl. 1t approved by the

Water Resources Control Board and the Environmental

Protection Agency, the permittee will spoil the naterial

at the Corpe disposwl site in Carquinez Strait. Polluted

naterial will be. spoiled elsewhere as dirscted by the

Corpa. (€8s disposul site near Alcatl ..
