The proposed boundary agreement covers 56 feet of shoreline along the
Pacific Ocean in the City of Malibu, Los Angeles County. Due to artificial
influences, the present-day ordinary high water mark cannot be accepted

ag the boundary between public and private ownership along this portion

of the Pacific Ocean. The laat natural position of the ordinary high water
mavrk, which constitutes said boundary, is uncertain because of fluctuation
of the line over the past 70 years, and the failure of affected parties to
agree whep conditions last sxisted in a natural condition. The proposed
agreement on file in the office of the State lands Commission establishes
the boundary between public and private ownership along the affected shore-
line and will dispel any further uncertainty as to said boundary's location.
It iz the opinion of the staff of the State lands Division, after a study
of historic conditions and various locations of the ordinary high water mark,
that the line to be agreed upon is a reasonable approximation of the last
natural ordinary high water mark.

The proposed boundary agreement has been reviewed and approved by the Office
of the Attorney General.
