SUBSTANTIAL TMPROVEMENT TNVESTIGATION
On January 22, 1974, the City of Carlsbad was
notified that the State Lands Mvision staff
was' commencing a study to determine whether
the granted lands had been substaitrally improved
during the peviod 1963-1973, Carlsbad was requested
to report on improvements and expenditures on
its granted lands. Ensuing. discussions with
Carishad and on-site inspéction revealed that:

A.  There has been little or no improvement,

F. Carlsbad does not intend to submit the
requested report, and

C. The City Council instructed the City Manager's
Office to seek new legislative grant provisions
extending deadline for substantial improvemnents.

ASEISTANCE 10O CITY:
On July 2, 1974, Division staff advised the City
as to customary procedures for cedking new grant
provisions and provided severs’ statutes to serve
as models.
