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ADGPTION AND LISTS OF CRITERIA
FOR THE DETERMINATION OF COMPLETENESS

OF APPLICATIONS FUR DEVELOPMENT

PROJECTS PURSUANT TO AR 884
(CHAPTER 1200 - STATUTES 1977)

Pursuant to Government Code Section 65940 and State
Administrative Manual (SAM) Section 1082, a public hearing
was held at the Commission's »a{fice in Sacramento on April 20,
1978. The purpose of the he. .ng was to allow interested
public agencies and persons a opportunity to comment on

the staff's recommended appli.ation lists and criteria
relative to the Commission's activities.

Numerous comments were received during the review of the
proposed lists and criteria with the result being thosc
application lists and criteria appearing on Exhibit "A"
on file in the office of the State Lands Commission.

The proposed lists and criteria are a compilation of many
existing Commission forms which are used to elicit information

from applicants requesting Commission action on leases
and permits.

The current AR 884 guidelines do not allow an agency Lo
require completion of environmental decuments as part of

a complete application. Additionally, AR 884 requires action
on applications and environmental documents within a 1

vear period, if the Commission is lead agency, or less

if the Commission is a responsible agency (after determining
an application to be complete). As such, it is necassary
that administrative processing time of applications be
reduced as much as possible. In order to accomplish a reduction
in this processing time, staff is recommending that the
Commission delegate authority to the staff to complete
directly or by contract, environmental documents required

by CEGA and the State EIR Guidelines. Specifically, it

i's requested that the Executive Officer or his designee

be delegated authority to:

A) Carry out those CEQA functions which may be delegated
to staff pursuant to 14 Cal, Adm. Code Section 15055
(a); including the holding of public hearings
on envircamental documentation.
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Solicit requests for proposals "RFP's) for the
preparation of environmertlal documents by contracl.

Accept fees from project proponents to recover
the costs incurred in preparing environmental
documents divectly or by contract.

Evaluate and accept bids for the preparation of
environmental documents.

Execute contracts for the preparation and review
of environmental documents.

Carry out any other CROA requirements in order
to present to the Commission legally adequate
project eunviromental documents.

Additionally, once an application has been deemed complete,
the Commission must act on the application within specific
time periods. If the Commission is a lead agency, it has

1 vear in waich to act. If the Commission is a responsible
agency, it has 6 months {rom the latter of the date the
lead agency approves the project or the date in which the

application is deemed complete. I{, however, the Commission
fails ton act within the time allowed, either approving
or denying the project, the project is deemed approved.

Again, in light of the Commission’'s monthly meetings, it

is recommended that the Commission delegate to the Executive
Officer or his designee, the authoricvy to deny, without
prejudice to the applicant's right to reapply for the same
project, applications for development projects in accordance
with the standards for denial set forth in the AR 884
gsuidelines, SAM Section 1049,

Staff is recommending that the Commission adopt the attached
lists and c¢riteria which vill become the Commission's General
Application Requirements.
