‘with the Geoph¥ysical Labdratory of the University of Southern
California. No seismic event originated within the Long

Bea¢h Unit during the review period from August 1977 to
February 1978.

The staff will continue £o report the results of ground.
elevation survéys and will advise the Commission of any
chdnge in seismic activity in the vicinity of the Long
Beach Unit.
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
