The. sffpulation further states that it is not plaintiff's
intention to ¢ééndemn, nor has it condemned, any sovereign
lands of ‘the State. ’

the stjpulation by -the United States, the federal goverment'
urgent desire to have a stipulated judgment awarding compen-
sation to: the private condemnees ‘entered as soon as .possible,

Office; with the concurrence of staff, filed.a disclaimer

on behalf of the Commiitsion in this case. The aétion is

now brought before ithe Commission for ratification.
