Amiroil U.S.A., Inc. has submitted a request
to initiate a Pilot Steam Drive Project
on Stave 0il and Gas Lease PRC 425.1 to
determine rhe technical and economic feasi-
bility of a development program for the
Shallow AA Zone in the Huntington Beach
Offshore Fisld. Az a wesult ©f the AA Zone's
iocztion and depth, which is too shallow
for onshore wells, the Pilot Project must
be conducted from Platfsrm Emmy.

The area under study lies seaward from

the Tity of Huntington Beach in Orange
County, California. The project woulad be
conducted on the Lease PRC 425.1 which

is one of five adjacent State tidelands
leases operated by Aminoil U.S£.4.;, Inc,
Aminoil U.S.A., Inc. (and its predecessor
companies) has been sliceessfully coanducting
cyciical steam operations in the onshore

T™ Zone wells bottomed in State lease E. 392.1

PRC 425.1 to determine the technical and
gconomic feasibility of a development program
for the shallow AA Zone in the Huntington
Beach Offsheore Field.

The proposed pilot project invelves ¥

five wells from Platform Emmy to form an
inverfed five-spot pattern that would be
tyclically steamed and pumped prior to
initiating a test of the steam drive process.
As _in the.case -of the TM Zone oil, the

14° API oil in the AA Zone requires thermal

stimulation for economic production.

The present configuration of Platform Emmy
does not have the space to accomodate a
large drilling rig and & steam generator
soncurrently, therefore, it will be necessary
to add an -extension on the lower deck of

the platform to accommodate a single 18.5mm
BTU/hr gas-fired steam genérator. Studies
indicate that a minimum of approximately

six years of performance data will be required
to confirm the technical and économic feasi-
bility of the steam driwve.

While future wells, stéam generator, and
platform requirements are contingent on
actual pilot test performance, a successful
pilot test could lead to the full development
of the oil reservoir within the AA Zone.
Ultimate recovery from such a development
project is estimated at twenty-five million
bharrals of ocil, with a peak production

rate of some 8,000 barrels of oil per day.

ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT ‘CONSIDERATION:
The Commission staff in accordance with
Article 10, Secticn 2905(b) of che Cal.
Adm. Code, has conducted an initial study
and has determincd that the projesc will
not have a significant effect on the environ-
ment. Therefore, in compliance with Section
2905(c) of the Cal. Adm, Coude, a Negative
Declaration was prepared and filed with
the State Clearinghouse.

The Negative Declaration was circulated

to responsible agencies and agencies having
jurisdiction by law. No adverse comments

were received during the circulation period.
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Project is situated on tidelands identified
as possessing signifigant environmental
values pursuant to PRC Sectiowu 6370.1 and
is classified in a use category, Class

C, which authorizes Multiple Use. Staff

has coordinated this project with those
agencies concerned with the use of this
site and has determined that theéere will

be no significant effect on the identified
enV1ronmental values.

In accordance with Section 6818 of the
P.R.C., the Director of Parks and R~creation
was notified of this proposed project and
has ueteriined that the project will not
interfere with recreational use of the
littoral lands.
