Recently
she replaced the oxiginal boathouse
with a new one, and the Commission
staff was notified: of the new construction
via the Corps of Emgineers Public Notice
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process, The Commisiion staff contacted
the applicant, and she provided all
necessary permit application items.

The uplands adjacenit to the applicant's
boathouse may be classified in two
categories:

I. About 4 feet of thé upland is owned
by indiwviduals yho have given written
permission to the applicant for
access to her boathouse. The permit
limits the term to ten years or
as long as writien permission of
these upland owiers is in effect,
whichever period is shorter.

2. The remaining approximately 15 feet
of upland is asgessed to a deceased
individual, and taxes are currently
delinquent. The .applicant plans
to purchase thié upland parcel
at such time thé property reverts
to the State. She has attempted
to purchase the parcel in the pasx,
but no owner could be found.
