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DELEGATION OT AUTHORITY FOR
TEMPORARY ACCESS AGREEMENTS

The staff is proceeding with the Timber Management Program
endorsed by the Commission at its June, 1980 meeting. Because
of tmne scattered nature of the State-owned parcels for

which timber harvest or reforestation is planned, itT is
often required to obtain rights of access across privately
owned lands to reach the prcject sites. In some cases,
cemporary rights weuld be cufficient to allow contractors

to enter the State lands to perform the initial work involved.
it is often expedient for staff to seek such temporary

access rights on short notice because of changing ground
conditions due to the vagaries of the weather.

For instance, soil moisture conditions are very critical
for successful plantation survival and change aimost daily.
Often alternate routes to planting sites must be found

on shorst notice to provide access to the planting site
when in the optimum soil moisture condition.

Because of this need to proceed on short notice, staff

seeks delegation of authority to enter into temporary access
agreements without specific Commission approval fcr each
agreement. Such cCelegation would provide staff with more
flexibility in its ability to cope with field conditiomns.
