Since waste discharge probleas have occurred at one
location and the design capacity is being approached at the
other, the City of Manteca and the Lathrop County Water
pistrict initidted @ facilities planning study and EIR to
jdentify the wmost reliable and cost effective system for
long-term wastewater manageman” in the Manteca-Lathrop area.
The existing problems led to the development of-this facilities
pian as authorized under Section 201 of the Federal Water
Poliution Control Act Amendments of 1972.

Numerous alternatives ‘were initially developed as
potential sclutions to the wastewatsr management problems

within the study area.

Based upon a preliminary screening process, five viable
alternatives for Manteca and three viable alternatives for

Lathrop were selected for detailed analysis. Selection
criteria included technical and economic feasibility. A
summary description of the viable alternatives is presented in
Tables 2-1 and 2-2. All of the Manteca alternatives involve
anaerobic digestion for sludge stabilization and land disposai
of liquid digested sludge.

Based upon the study, the recommended project was a
regional plan to consolidate wastewater generated in the
Marteca-Lathrop area for treatment at the Manteca Water Quality
Control Facility. The project was a combination of Manteca
Alternative D and Lathrop Alternative 111, as presented in
Tables 2-1 and 2-2.

Since the completion of the study hcwever, a letter was
received by the City of Manteca from the State Water Resources
fontrol Board (SWRCB) which raised concerns by the Central
Valley Regional Water Quality Control Board ‘that recently
obtained flow data indicated that a direct discharge to the
French Camp Drain causes serious concerns regarding the impacts
on the fisheries and on recreational uses of French Camp
Slough, into which French Camp Drain flows.

Based upon recommendations from the SWRCB, Alternative B,
discharge effluent to the San Joaquin River has been selscted.
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Alternative B woul. require the constfuction of a
pipeline from the plant site to the San Joaquin River. The
pipeline would extend ssuth under cultivated 1lands for
two-thirds of a mile and then turn east along an existing

irrigation ditch for two miles. Excavation of the pipeline-

route would tempocarily disturb vegetation, wildlif.., and water
quality. Emergent vegetation .along the drainxge ditch,
riparian vegetation within the San Joaquin River, and some
cultivated crops would be destroyed. As a result, wildlife use
in these areas would decrease until the reestablishment of
vegetation and crops. Excavation would alsc increase the
erogion potential from wind and rainfall. Soil erosion near
the San Joaquin River would temporarily increase surface water
turbidity and downstream siltation.

The part of the project that the Commissicn will be
considering for approval by this Calendzar Item is the
-authorization to place an effluent outfall line in the bed of
the San Joaquin River. Based upon thé EJIR and inforaation
gatherad from other similar projects, the activity will have
relatively w=inor, temporary environmental impacts during
congtruction.
