1. On November 11, 1979, the State Lands
commission approved an assignment of and
amendment to the subject permit to
shorecliff Properties. The assignment
covered the transfer of the permit which
was for a seawall and_a backfilled nontidal
beach area, to Shorecliff Properties, The
amendment allowed Shorecliff to install
erosion control material at the base of the
cliffs which support the Shorecliff Inn and
Motel. Tidal and wave action and their
interaction with sand and gravel had
created a scoiring effect at the cliff
bases and caused severe erosion. The
permit additionally required that the-
original permittee create a perpetual
easement over, across, and upon the upland
property for purposes. of proyiding public
access to the backfilled beach area, The
permit is due to expire on July 31, 1987,
