0.17 acres, more or less, of sovereign lands in the Sacramento River at Sand Cove Park, city of Sacramento, Sacramento County.

AUTHORIZED USE:

The installation and maintenance of bank vegetation.

LEASE TERM:

20 years, beginning May 24, 2001.

CONSIDERATION:

The public use and benefit; with the State reserving the right at any time to set a monetary rent if the Commission finds such action to be in the State's best interest.

OTHER PERTINENT INFORMATION:

1. Applicant owns the uplands adjoining the lease premises.

2. Sand Cove Park is owned by the city of Sacramento.  It is located adjacent to the Sacramento River along the Garden Highway.  Much of the property consists of an ancient and large archaeological site (CA-SAC-164) that the city is mandated to protect.  The park and the archaeological site contained therein have been seriously impaired by a combination of erosion, looting and vandalism of Native American cultural resources.  Eight human burial sites on the upland have been exposed and the contents of the sites are being vandalized.  The proposed project will utilize riparian species to revegetate and thereby stabilize the banks and the upland.  This in turn will inhibit access to the site from the water and assist in preventing the further devastation of these cultural resources.

Pursuant to the Commission’s delegation of authority and the State CEQA Guidelines (Title 14, California Code of Regulations, section 15061), the staff has determined that this activity is exempt from the requirements of the CEQA as a categorically exempt project.  The project is exempt under Class 4, Minor Alteration to Land; Title 14, California Code of Regulations, section 15304.
