Official Records of said county recorder; thence South 194
feet along said west Tine; thence East 160 feet to the TRUE
POINT OF BEGINNING of this description; thence the following
seven courses:

1. N 79° 55' E 539 feet;
2. N 89° 13' E 423 feet;
3. S 3° 36" E 177 feet;
4, S 86° 20' W 587 feet;
5. South 30 feet;
6. West 379 feet;
7. North 144 feet to the true point of beginning.

EXCEPTING THEREFROM any portion lying landward of the ordinary high water
mark of the Sacramento River.

TOGETHER WITH three circular parcels of submerged land each 10 feet in diameter,
adjacent to, and southerly of the above described parcel.
