Calendar Items C39 and C51 were removed from the agenda to be heard
at a subsequent meeting. Calendar item C07 was moved from consent to the
regular calendar.

The recommendation of staff, relative to Calendar Items C01-Co6, CO08-
(38, C40-C50 and C52-C66 were approved by unanimous vote of Commission
Chair Steve Westly; Lt. Governor Cruz M. Bustamante; and Bob Campbell
representing Department of Finance.
