CONSIDERATION:
This lease provides that Lessor may modify the rent periodically during the lease term.  Pursuant to this provision, staff has conducted a review of the rent under this lease, and recommends that the rent be continued at $336 per year, effective May 25, 2008.
OTHER PERTINENT INFORMATION:

1. Lessee has the right to use the uplands adjoining the lease premises.

2. On June 29, 1982, the Commission authorized a 30-year General Lease – Right of Way Use to the Dow Chemical Company.  On 
December 16, 1998, the lease was assigned to Calpine Pittsburg, Inc.,  Calpine Pittsburg, Inc., subsequently changed it’s name to CPN Pipeline Company.

3. The eight-inch natural gas pipeline is currently idle and no violations have been reported.  State Lands Commission engineering staff has reviewed the most recent inspection reports and determined the pipeline to be in good condition.
