Ten years, beginning October 1, 2007.

CONSIDERATION:

The public use and benefit; with the State reserving the right at any time to set a monetary rent if the Commission finds such action to be in the State's best interest. 
OTHER PERTINENT INFORMATION:

1. Applicant has the right to use the uplands adjoining the lease premises.

In 2000, the Applicant acquired the dock facility and subsequently replaced it in 2002.  The facility is used by the Applicant as an access point for transportation of personnel and materials to Lower Joice Island, which is a part of the Suisun Marsh.  The Applicant’s objective for the Lower Joice Island Marshland is to conduct restoration and management activities and provide an educational setting and outreach to the public.  The Applicant is now applying for a General Lease – Public Agency Use.

Pursuant to the Commission’s delegation of authority and the State CEQA Guidelines (Title 14, California Code of Regulations, section 15061), the staff has determined that this activity is exempt from the requirements of the CEQA as a categorically exempt project.  The project is exempt under Class 3, New Construction of Small Structures; Title 2, California Code of Regulations, section 2905 (c)(1).
