25 years, beginning March 25, 2008.

CONSIDERATION:

The public use and benefit; with the State reserving the right at any time to set a monetary rent if the Commission finds such action to be in the State's best interest.
OTHER PERTINENT INFORMATION:

1. Applicant owns the uplands adjoining the lease premises.

On March 25, 1959county of Yolo, the Commission authorized a General Lease – Public Agency Use with the .  That lease expired on March 24, 2008.  The Applicant is now applying for a new General Lease – Public Agency Use.
3.
The bridge span crossing Elk Slough was constructed in 1957 with a total length of 226.5 feet and a width of 32.7 feet of which approximately 200 feet of length crosses land under the jurisdiction of the Commission.  The Bridge crossing is a section of rural Courtland Road between the Sacramento River and Jefferson Boulevard.  On January 3, 2008, an inspection of the Bridge was conducted by the California Department of Transportation and no substantive issues were found.  An underwater investigation was also performed and revealed the pilings to be in good condition.
4.
Pursuant to the Commission’s delegation of authority and the State CEQA Guidelines (Title 14, California Code of Regulations, section 15061), the staff has determined that this activity is exempt from the requirements of the CEQA as a categorically exempt project.  The project is exempt under Class 1, Existing Facilities; Title 2, California Code of Regulations, section 2905 (a)(2).
