3.	The Applicant maintains 35 boat slips adjacent to the Main Channel in Huntington Harbour.   A small number of the slips, (a portion of Slip 58 and all of Slips 59 - 62), are located outside of the State-owned Main Channel, within an artificial channel owned by the City of Huntington Beach, and are not included in this lease.

4.	Applicant qualifies for a Recreational Pier Lease because the Applicant represents natural persons who own the littoral land that is improved with a single-family dwelling.

5.	Pursuant to the Commission's delegation of authority and the State CEQA Guidelines (Title 14, California Code of Regulations, section 15061), the staff has determined that this activity is exempt from the requirements of the CEQA as a categorically exempt project.  The project is exempt under Class 1, Existing Facilities; Title 2, California Code of Regulations, section 2905(a)(2).
