[bookmark: Text24]2.	On April 13, 1999, the Commission authorized a Recreational Pier Lease to Chiles R. Wilson and Marian Wilson, Trustees, or their successor(s) in trust, under the Chiles R. Wilson and Marian Wilson Revocable Living Trust dated January 28, 1992.  That lease expired on February 28, 2009.  On June 21, 2005, the upland property transferred to James C. Christie and Sally A. Christie.  The bank protection has existed at the site for years but was not previously authorized by the Commission.  The Applicants have submitted an application for a new General Lease - Recreational and Protective Structure Use.

3.	The Applicants qualify for rent- free use of the floating boat dock with a covered berth, two pilings, and gangway because the Applicants are natural persons who own the littoral land that is improved with a single-family dwelling pursuant to Public Resouces Code Section 6503.5.

4.	The bank protection will mutually benefit both the public and the Applicants.  The bank of the Sacramento River will have the additional protection from wave action provided at no cost to the public.  

5.	While the boat berth is covered, it is made of non-load bearing material and cannot be used as a deck.

6.	Floating Boat Dock with a Covered Berth, Two Pilings, and Gangway:  Pursuant to the Commission’s delegation of authority and the State CEQA Guidelines (Title 14, California Code of Regulations, section 15061), the staff has determined that this activity is exempt from the requirements of the CEQA as a categorically exempt project.  The project is exempt under Class 1, Existing Facilities; Title 2, California Code of Regulations, section 2905 (a)(2).
