AREA, LAND TYPE, AND LOCATION: 
Sovereign land located in the North Fork Mokelumne River, adjacent to 14744 
Walnut Grove-Thornton Road, Walnut Grove, Sacramento County. 

 
AUTHORIZED USE: 

Continued use and maintenance of an existing floating boat dock, three pilings, 
and gangway.  

 
LEASE TERM: 

Ten (10) years, beginning October 1, 2014 
 
CONSIDERATION: 

$168 per year, with an annual Consumer Price Index adjustment. 
 

SPECIFIC LEASE PROVISIONS: 
Liability insurance in an amount no less than $1,000,000 per occurrence. 

 
OTHER PERTINENT INFORMATION: 

1. Applicants own the upland adjoining the lease premises. 
 

2. On October 6, 2004, the Commission authorized issuance of a 10-year 
Recreational Pier Lease to Paul Smith and Lamoyne Kay.  That lease 
expired on September 30, 2014. On January 24, 2014, the lessees 
deeded their interest in the upland to Thomas J. Stokes and Sandra Marie 
Stokes, Trustees of the Tom and Sandra Stokes 1996 Trust.  The new 
owners are now applying for a General Lease – Recreational Use 

 
3. The staff recommends that the Commission find that this activity is exempt 

from the requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) 
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as a categorically exempt project.  The project is exempt under Class 1, 
Existing Facilities; California Code of Regulations, Title 2, section 2905, 
subdivision (a)(2). 

 
Authority:  Public Resources Code section 21084 and California Code of 
Regulations, Title 14, section 15300 and California Code of Regulations, 
Title 2, section 2905. 

 
4. This activity involves lands identified as possessing significant 

environmental values pursuant to Public Resources Code section 6370 et 
seq., but such activity will not affect those significant lands.  Based upon 
the staff’s consultation with the persons nominating such lands and 
through the CEQA review process, it is the staff’s opinion that the project, 
as proposed, is consistent with its use classification.

Index adjustment; liability insurance in an amount no less than $1,000,000 
per occurrence.
